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1. Preface 

The purpose of this guide is to assist in the installation of GraphiCode GC-PowerPlatform 
programs in the following situations: 

 

¶ Installation of the Single-User Option from a CD 

¶ Installation of the Demonstration Option  

¶ Installation of the Network User Option 

¶ Installation of the above options from a downloaded .zip file 

¶ Installation of the GraphiCode Flex Server Software 

¶ Installation of the GraphiCode Part Library Database (for GC-PowerPlace users only) 
 

 
This guide contains the following information: 

 

¶ System Requirements - All hardware requirements for the installation and running of 
the program. 

¶ Preparation for Installation - Attaching the hardware key and loading license files. 

¶ General Installation ProceduresðStep-by-step instructions for installing the 
GraphiCode program. 
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2. System Requirements 

These system requirements are for acceptable performance ï the software will run on slower 
machines with less RAM but performance will be affected. Note: Performance is most heavily 
dependant upon available RAM. 
 

¶ 1.8GHz Pentium or equivalent. 

¶ 2+ GB hard disk with 90 megabytes available space is preferred. 

¶ Windows XP SP2 or higher 

¶ 256MB+ RAM 

¶ CD-ROM Drive (Unless installing from download) 
 
 

3. Installation 

3.1 Types of Installation 

There are three different types of installation that are currently available with your GraphiCode product. 
These are: 

 
Single User: This installation requires the hardware key to be present on the 

machine where the software is installed in order for the software 
to operate. The software can be installed on multiple machines 
with the same license file being used for each machine but the 
software will not run without the presence of the hardware key 
number specified in the license file. 

 
Demonstration: This installation does not require the presence of a hardware 

key. The license used for this installation has a set time limit after 
which the software will no longer run. This type of license is used 
for trial versions. 

 
Network User: This installation requires an additional software installation of the 

GraphiCode Flex Server license management software on a 
server (or PC acting as a server). The license then 'floats' out on 
the network allowing users at different machines to use the 
software without the hardware key being physically located on 
their machine. The hardware key is physically located on the 
server machine. The license used for this installation defines the 
number of concurrent users.   

 

3.2 Methods of Delivery 

Delivery of your GraphiCode product will be either on a CD-ROM or via electronic download. If you 
receive a CD-ROM your license file will be located on the CD-ROM; if you electronically download 
the software, the license file will be sent electronically. If you received the license file as an e-mail 
attachment, open the e-mail and save the file(s) to a temporary location on your computerôs hard 
drive. 
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3.3 Hardware key 

The hardware key is a small USB device that connects to one of your computerôs USB ports. The 
hardware key is designed to prevent unauthorized use of GraphiCode software without placing 
any restriction on the number of backup copies you can make. 

 
Plug the GraphiCode hardware key into the USB port.  Ensure the hardware key is securely in 
place. 

3.4 WARNINGS:   

¶ BE SURE THAT ALL OTHER PROGRAMS ARE CLOSED BEFORE BEGINNING THE 
INSTALLATION PROCESS. 

¶ IF YOU USE A PREVIOUS VERSIONôS LICENSE FILE TO INSTALL THE CURRENT 
VERSION OF SOFTWARE YOU MAY NOT HAVE ACCESS TO THE LATEST 
FUNCTIONS IN THE SOFTWARE THAT YOU ARE ENTITLED TO. 

 

4. Installing GraphiCode Software for a Single User 

4.1 Installing from a .zip file 

 
4.1.1. Extract the .zip file and double click on Setup.exe to begin the installation process. 

 
4.1.2. Installation will now follow the same steps as installing from a CD-ROM below, starting 

at step 4.2.2. 

4.2 Installing from CD-ROM 
 

4.2.1. Insert the GraphiCode Installation CD in the CD drive.  The GraphiCode splash screen 
should appear. 

 
4.2.2. Click the ñInstallò button. The ñWindows Installerò dialog should appear.  Sometimes 

there is a lull before the Windows Installer initializes to the main setup screen - this 
could be several minutes on slower machines. If necessary, Windows Installer will be 
configured on the target machine and then the user will be prompted to reboot (this is 
rare).  After the reboot has been completed the installation will automatically resume 
after the user logs in. 
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4.2.3. The  ñGraphiCode Product Setup ï InstallShield Wizardò dialog should appear.  Click 
ñNextò.  

 

 
 
 

4.2.4. Next is the Software License Agreement.  After reading the Agreement, click the 
appropriate button.  You must accept the terms to proceed with the installation.  Select 
ñI accept the terms of the license agreementò and click ñNextò. 
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4.2.5. You must now select the type of installation that you are performing.

 If you are installing from a CD-ROM you will see an automatically checked 

option that the license file is located on the CD-ROM. The license file is called 
gcflex.lic 

 
 

 
 
If you were sent a license file (called gcflex.lic) electronically specify the location of the 
license file (not necessary if the CD-ROM location is specified). Then click Next. 
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4.2.6. The following dialog allows you to return to the previous dialog. If everything is to your 

satisfaction, click Install. 
 

 
 

4.2.7. The next dialog defines the installtion location for the software. GraphiCode 
recommends accepting the default location in Program Files. If you do wish to change 
the installation directory click on the Change button. Otherwise, click Next. 
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4.2.8. Select ñCompleteò or ñCustomò Setup and Click ñNextò. It is advisable to select 
Complete. 

 

 
  

4.2.9. If "Complete" was selected, skip to 4.2.10. If ñCustomò was selected you will see this 
screen. Select the Options you would like and click ñNextò. 
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4.2.10. The next dialog reviews all the information entered. You are also given the option to 

create a shortcut on the desktop. If all information appears correct then click Install. 
 

 
 
 
 

4.2.11 The installation will now proceed with status updates being displayed.  
 

Note:  The installation is also installing older versions of drivers for users of GraphiCode 
products who are using parallel hardware keys you may see the following warning 
related to software that was generated before Windows Logo testing. Please click 
Continue Anyway. 
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4.2.12. The installation will then finish, leaving the final dialog indicating completion. 
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5. Installing GraphiCode Software as a Demonstration Copy 

5.1 Installation 

 
5.1.1 Extract the .zip file and double click on Setup.exe to begin the installation process. 
 
5.1.2. Click the ñInstallò button. The ñWindows Installerò dialog should appear.  Sometimes 

there is a lull before the Windows Installer initializes to the main setup screen.  This 
could be several minutes on slower machines. If Windows Installer has not been 
configured on the target machine, it will be and then the user will be prompted to 
reboot.  After the reboot has been completed the installation will automatically resume 
after the user logs in. 
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5.1.3. The  ñGraphiCode Product Setup ï InstallShield Wizardò dialog should appear.  Click 
ñNextò.  

 

 
 
 

5.1.4. Next is the Software License Agreement.  After reading the Agreement, click the 
appropriate button.  You must accept the terms to proceed with the installation.  Select 
ñI accept the terms of the license agreementò and click ñNextò. 
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5.1.5. You must now select the type of installation that you are performing.  
  

 
 
The demonstration installation uses a license file that is locked to your particular 
machine. You should have received a license file via email after registering for a trial 
version. If you have not received the license the code for your machine is displayed 
and there is also an option to save a text file to avoid problems mis-typing the code. 
Please send this code (or text file) to sales@graphicode.com and we will supply the 
necessary license file. Save this license file to a location and then specify the location 
of the license file that you were sent in the field titled 'Locate License File'. Click Next. 

 
5.1.6. The following dialog allows you return to the previous dialog. If everything is to your
